Army Plans to Use Seneca Depot Agaif.he on-again, off-again plans by industry, conseonéis and hunters for the
shuttered Seneca Army Depot have gone practicallgifele. The Seneca County Economic Development Catjoor,
which oversees the former federal property in Romuilas,approved a 2 year license for the US Army to caridomp
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training exercises at the site. That training catidt this month. Under the agreement, soldiens frort Drum near
Watertown would use the former facility for a variefyactivities. The agreement allows exercisesdikeer training,
air operations, and combat operations. Up to 1,500 swldiay be involved in training sessions, lastingadmgye from
two to 21 days. Built in 1941 with the coming of WWIletSeneca Depot closed in 1995 due to federal government
order. A military police company, an explosive dispa@sam, support personnel and hundreds of civilians weoe
assigned to the Depot.
